FITTING INSTRUCTIONS FOR Z1000 2010 

 REMOVE PILLION SEAT USING KEY (SEE PICTURE 1). 

 DISCONNECT THE ELECTRICAL PLUG SOCKETS FOR LICENCE PLATE 

ILLUMINATOR (ARROWED IN PICTURE 2). IF YOU ARE INTENDING TO REUSE 

THE WIRING CONNECTOR IT IS EASIER TO CUT THE WIRES APPROX 75mm 

FROM THE CONNECTOR AT THIS STAGE, ALTERNATIVELY YOU WILL HAVE TO 

SEPARATE THE OUTER UNDER TRAY FROM THE INNER UNDER TRAY BY 

REMOVING REAR SEAT COWL, THE REAR LIGHT AND INDICATOR ASSEMBLIES. 

 UNDO AND REMOVE TWO BOLTS AND CLAMPING BRACKETS (AS ARROWED IN 

PICTURE 3). 
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 GENTLY PULL THE ORIGINAL LICENCE PLATE BRACKET WITH THE THREE 

MOUNTING BARS BACKWARDS TO REMOVE ORIGINAL LICENCE PLATE 

BRACKET WHILE ENSURING THE WIRING PLUG DOES NOT SNAG ON ITS WAY

SOCKET. PROTECT THE WIRES USING HEAT SHRINK FROM KIT.                       

                      THE ORIGINAL RED WIRE ------NEW RED WIRE. 

                                  THE ORIGINAL BLACK/YELLOW WIRE (EARTH) ------NEW BLACK WIRE. 

 PLEASE NOTE YOU WILL NEED TO GLUE THE LIGHT SHROUD TO THE LED 

LICENCE PLATE ILLUMINATOR BEFORE FITTING USING SUPER GLUE (SEE 

PICTURE 4). 

 FEED THE LICENCE PLATE ILLUMINATOR WIRES THROUGH CENTRAL SLOTS IN 

THE RUBBER GROMMET (RG0004) SEE PICTURE 4. 

 USING THE M8 BOLTS AND WASHERS FIT THE MOUNTING EXTENSIONS (E0048) 

TO THE LICENCE PLATE BRACKET; DO NOT TIGHTEN AT THIS STAGE (SEE

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 OFFER THE ASSEMBLY UP TO BIKE AND CAREFULLY FEED THE MOUNTING 

EXTENSIONS INTO ORIGINAL HOLES. 

 FEED THE WIRES THROUGH THE LOWER HOLE IN UNDER-TRAY (SEE PICTURE 

5). 

 CAREFULLY ENTER RUBBER GROMMET INTO LOWER HOLE IN UNDER-TRAY 

ENSURING IT IS FULLY ENGAGED (SEE PICTURE 5). 

 REFIT THE TWO CLAMPING BRACKETS AND BOLTS ONTO NEW MOUNTING 

EXTENSIONS AS SHOWN IN PICTURE 3. 

 ADJUST THE LICENCE PLATE BRACKET SO IT SITS AGAINST UNDER-TRAY AND 

TIGHTEN NEW M8 BOLTS AND ORIGINAL CLAMPING BOLTS. 

 RECONNECT LICENCE PLATE LIGHT PLUG SOCKET. 

 REFIT LICENCE PLATE (IT MAY REQUIRE DRILLING). 

 IMPORTANT: IF FITTING A FULL-SIZE LICENCE PLATE AND PLACING IT 

FAR DOWN ON THE LICENCE PLATE HANGER, THERE IS A SMALL CHANCE 

OF THE LICENCE PLATE HITTING THE BACK WHEEL UNDER HEAVY LOAD 

AND OVER LARGE BUMPS IN THE ROAD.  IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO 

CHECK FOR THIS POSSIBILITY AND TAKE AVOIDING ACTION.  FAILURE TO

prévoyez de réutiliser le connecteur d’origine, il est plus facile de couper les câbles à 

approximativement 75 mm du connecteur, sinon, pour déconnecter le câble vous devrez 

séparer le passage de roue extérieur du passage de roue intérieur  en enlevant le carénage de 

selle arrière. 

 Desserrez et enlevez les deux vis de fixation et les pattes de fixation du support de plaque 

d’origine (voir la photo 3). 

 Tirez délicatement le support de plaque et faite attention que les câbles (connecteurs) ne se 

bloquent pas dans le chemin de câble.  

 Fixez les clignotants d’origine sur le support R&G (voir photo 4 et attention au sens de 

montage). Nous vous suggérons de couper et de réutiliser les prises électriques d’origine. 

Protégez la nouvelle connection à l’aide de la gaine en caoutchouc thermo rétractable. (Livrée 

dans le kit)

kit.(Voir photo 4). 

 Fixez les pattes de montage (Art .4) sur la moto à l’aide des vis M8, rondelles M8 . Ne pas 

serrer à ce moment. (voir photo 4) 

 Placez l’ensemble (support de plaque/clignotants/lumière) sur la moto en faisant attention à 

bien positionner les trous de fixation en face des trous situés sur les pattes de montage. 

 Enfilez les câbles à travers le trou situé sous le passage de roue (voir photo 5) 

 Engagez ensuite délicatement le joint en caoutchouc dans le trou et assurez-vous du bon 

maintien de celui-ci dans le logement. (Voir Photo 5) 

 Remontez ensuite les deux pattes de maintien et les deux vis sur les deux nouvelles fixations 

(art 4 montrées en photo 3) 

 Ajustez la position du support de plaque et serrez les nouvelles vis M8 et les vis d’origine de 

serrage (photo 3). 

 Reconnectez la prise de la lumière de plaque. 

 Vérifiez le bon fonctionnement de l’éclairage de plaque. 

 Remontez la plaque d’immatriculation –Percer si nécessaire. 

 IMPORTANT: Veiller à toujours placer la plaque d’immatriculation le plus haut possible sur le 

support, ceci pour éviter tout contact entre la plaque et le pneu.
